I 
wanted to tell her we are the ñsmall church with a big heart.ò  It was while I was 
wallowing in this mire  that a person attending one of the yoga classes that 
meets in our fellowship hall stopped me and said, ñPastor, every time I come 
here, I feel that God is here.  You all are always doing something to help  
others.ò   
 Why am I writing this?  Because sometimes in our own lives we are so  
intent on trying to please everyone and when we canôt we beat ourselves up.  
And when this happens the focus becomes more about us and less about  
allowing  God to work through us.  In Jesusô ministry He did not please everyone 
all of the time but He continued on, ministering to the ones who would listen.  
And He prayed for the ones who challenged what He was doing for God.   
 And that is what we must do also ï we canôt please everyone and not eve-
ryone will see that Flagler Beach UMC is not just buildings standing in the midst 
of  Daytona Avenue but that God is actively at work.  And really isnôt that all that 
matters?

"SCARS" 
 In the Odyssey, when Odysseus returns 
home disguised  as an old man, his family 
doesn't know him.  Then his childhood nurse 
sees a scar she remembers from his in-
fancy.  Until then, even she doesn't recognize 
him.  When Thomas heard Jesus was alive, 
he said, "I will not believe it until I put my fin-
ger where the nails were.ò 
 Jesus' scars were proof positive He'd 
been crucified and resurrected. When Tho-
mas checked them out for himself, he re-
sponded, "My Lord and my God" (v.28). It's 
the first time Scripture records a disciple di-
rectly addressing Jesus as God, and it came 
in response to seeing His SCARS. 
 We all have scars. Dr. Will Willimon 
says, "I have a friend who spent his childhood 
in an orphanage.  His mother took him there a 
boy, left him out under a big cedar tree, told 
him she would return that afternoon, but did-
n't. He is now middle-aged. 
 ñOne day I was to meet him for lunch 
and I was late.  I found him in a state of agita-
tion, pacing about, perspiring, visibly up-
set.....Later he said, óI can't help it. I get bent 
out of shape when a friend is late, because 
my mother kept me waiting...and never re-
turned.ô   He was all grown up...but he still 
had scars.ò 
 There is a lesson in this for all of 
us....We have all got scars.  You've got  your 
scars, some visible, some invisible, some 
more visible with age.  The Risen Christ also 
has scars to prove His love for you and for 
me.  If you don't know Him, or like Thomas, if 
you aren't sure you believe, He'll show you 
His scars, "that you may believe....and, by 
believing you may have life in His name"  (Jn. 
20:31).
